Topic �In the Autumn term, our topic is I am a Creator. Children will get to explore inventions and inventors, including Ole Christiansen, the creator of Lego and Alexander Graham Bell, who invented the telephone.  We will also be exploring our creative sides! There will be an inventions day on Friday 13th September as part of our sensational start when we will be creating models with Lego and cardboard.  Year 3 will also be exploring magnets and forces in Science. In Art they will be looking at the work of Matisse and Lichtenstein and creating their own pieces.  Homework projects will be sent out shortly.











Reading�All children need to have their reading book and planner in school every day. Please ensure their planner is signed once they have read to an adult- to ensure they are getting the opportunity to read. 


Reading with your child at home, whether it is practising their school reading book or sharing a favourite story, will really help your child’s interest and confidence in reading grow and will support them with their schoolwork. 


In school, we will focus on the skills they need to use during their reading to enable them to gain a better understanding of the text (to summarise, infer and predict). 


Please ensure that your child reads at least 4 times a week and their planner is signed by an adult to show they have read. Planners will be checked weekly and motivators will be given for those who have read.


Library�Once a week, year 3 will attend the wonderful school library where they will have the opportunity to change their books and to develop their love of reading. There will be opportunities for them to relax and read in the fabulous tree house! Each week if your child has read 4 times and had their planner signed, they will receive a star reader stamp. Once they have received 6 stamps they will be gifted with a new book.








P.E.�This year our P.E. days will be Mondays and Fridays (Chestnut) and Tuesdays and Wednesdays (Mango). Children must have trainers and full P.E. kit in school at all times. Joggers are also needed as we will go outside in dry weather. Please make sure all P.E. is correctly named. Kits will be sent home at the end of each half term.





RHE�This half term, we will be looking at New Beginnings. �The theme will help children settle into year 3 and how to develop resilience as well as managing their feelings. 





Behaviour�In Year 3, we will work as a team to win class motivators. If our class has the most motivators in a week, on the Friday, there will be a mufti day. Children will also be able to individually earn motivators to work towards award certificates.
